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formation of the intellectual experience of the student,
as well as develops the ability to process and analyze
information flows.

Since the effectiveness of teaching geography
directly depends on the quality of the student's
cognitive activity, innovative technologies are used in
the educational system for its activation and
comprehensive  development.  Modern,  active
geography classes stimulate the cognitive interest of
students, give them the opportunity to develop skills in
cognitive search, improve their creative potential and
initiate the development of creative activity.

In order to effectively implement innovative
approaches to learning, the teacher must have the skills
of organizing and using innovative technologies, not
the methodology. At the same time, due to the
possibility of innovative resistance, the task of
revealing the importance and  subsequent
popularization of innovation in the teaching staff falls
on the shoulders of the head of the educational
institution.
